These custom samples on aluminium sheet
look so good on mood boards, they can often help win the bid for contracts, and assist in
the design or tender or bid process.

GENERAL

STYLE

Furnishing, wall covering and fabric samples, mood boards, visuals, design brief if available
will be very helpful for me understand the look that you want. Or you can simply tell me
“we want a cool bright feel” or “it is moody look with dark reds and golds” and | will make
some ideas for you and send by email or courier if there is time.

COLOUR

Wallpaper, fabric, paint samples will all help me understand the colours you are working
with. If very exact colours are required the Pantone colour system is used to identify
colours for inclusion in artwork. Pantone is not available as artist’s paints so matching will
be done as close as possible.

SCALE

Some images in the library will be of paintings that have already been made. Others will be
much smaller and simply ideas on aluminium of big paintings that | would like to make but
haven’t yet. They are like pages from my sketch book, ideas, not actual full scale paintings.
Next to individual images in the colour library you will see a guide to scale; this is to explain
that some images are close ups and really quite small so could not be replicated on a huge
scale or some are very big and would not work on a small scale. Many images will be
successful at large, medium or small scale.

SIZE

You can choose any size up to 2.5metres x 1.25mmetres. Larger sizes up to 3.7m x1.5 m
are also available but a larger budget is needed for rental of an extra large studio.

PRICE

Price quotations are provided on request and vary according to size and numbers. As a
guide, prices of large and medium paintings start at approx GBP £1000 per sq metre.
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Quotations can also be given in other currencies as required. Smaller paintings are more
costly per sq metre and some metallic colours and designs are more expensive. Delivery is
additional.

FORMAT

Paintings are made of flat aluminium sheet with a timber support frame on the back which
holds the painting rigid and provides fixings for hanging. If paintings are over 1 metre then
support frame is made of hollow aluminium box frame not timber. The edges of paintings
can be folded or double folded to create a box like appearance similar to a canvas in side
view. Corners are neatly folded and mitred. The depth of paintings off the wall is usually
20mm but it can be more if required.

FINISH

Most paintings are either matt or gloss or a combination. If hard wear is expected then a
gloss finish is recommended. Paintings must be treated with care. Acrylic on aluminium can
be damaged or scraped just like glass or leather or canvas.

HUMIDITY

If a painting is to be hung in a humid environment in a Spa or near a pool please advise in
advance and a protective layer can be added. Paintings are not suitable for outdoors.
HANGING

Hanging instructions can be given. Wall plugs are used to support paintings. Paintings are
marked on the back with TOP and ‘made in UK’ and artist’'s name and contact details, any
ref no, purchase order no etc as required,

SECURITY

Security fixings can be provided if required. A locking tool will be provided and must be kept
on site to be able to move paintings.

CLEANING

Paintings can be cleaned with a damp soft dry cloth. Small spots and stains can sometimes
be removed with dilute and mild detergent. Abrasives must never be used.
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
